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I feel very happy and privileged to write a few lines about ‘An aid to houseman interns’ written by Prof. C. L. Bhattachan,
Head of the Department, Department of surgery of Nepal Medical College. This is a much needed book for housemen,
practicing physicians and inters who otherwise have very little time to rush to the library and consult appropriate books.
